Nationwide standardized academic tests 

will take place for math and Japanese, so 

additional subjects will be added as those 

tests are performed. All subjects will 

eventually be added, but it will take time. 

In the meantime, like previous years, you 

will receive the percentage of correct 

answers and comparisons to average 

 

From the 2024-2025 school year onwards, 

you will be able to see student growth for 

foreign language studies. 

In the third grade of junior high, results for 

the Eiken English test will be displayed in 

the reports.

Questions focus on 

things learned in that 

grade, so represent the 

student’s Academic 

Level. Understand the 

mathematical formulas 

and terms, and you can 

answer the questions.  

The Academic Level is decided 

by solving questions at each 

level. It is not decided by the 

total of all correct answers.

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A３. With this system, every child can see their own growth as they advance to 

grade nine. They can observe how they are studying & learning, and notice where 

they have been trying hard and improving. It also makes it possible for parents & 

guardians to see where their child is having difficulties. 

Q３. Why is it important to see academic growth? 

A２. Academic Level is a numerical representation of academic proficiency, 

divided into 42 levels. 

Academic Growth is raising your Academic Level. 

Academic Level does not represent everything about your child’s ability to learn. 

Q２. What do “Academic Level” and “Growth” indicate? 

A４. Please use your individual report sheet’s Academic Growth and advice sections 

to talk with your child about how their education is going. 

If you can see areas where your child is struggling, like on page 4 of this document, 

ask your child if they are having trouble understanding certain things. Talk about 

their approach to learning and studying. Consult with your school, and think about 

how you can improve the situation. 

 

Q４. What can I do with the report? 

A１. The new system uses Item Response Theory (IRT). IRT tests quantify 

academic achievement levels using a scale created by experts based on 

preliminary survey results. This theory allows us to compare results and see if 

each student's Academic Level is improving, regardless of changing grades or 

test questions.
